1. Open the

pushing the side
gussets out and
folding the bottom
seam to the back.
With the bottom of
the bag on the table
square out the
corners by pressing
from inside.

3. Gather stems
together and clip
evenly at the
bottom. Itis
recommended that
heavy headed
flowers such as
roses be no longer
than 20". This
increases the
stability of your

5. Gather bag
about 4" from the
top edge and tie
ribbon snugly
around the neck.

Instructions for

2. Soak flower
foam and press
firmly into the
bottom of the bag.

4. While holding
the bunch of stems
a few inches from
the bottom, insert
them gently, but
firmly into the
flower foam.

6. For maximum
stability, add flower
solution to a depth
of 4" from the
bottom of the bag.
